As of Saturday, February 25, 2006, we have attempted
to contact 230 of the 371 people on our list for the 10th
District. The good news from this effort so far is that
about 5% of the people we contact are willing to help
the campaign in some way. We will be calling about
45% of the list again because they were either not
home, there was no answer, or they were not other-
wise available when we called. Another 10% are either
not interested or gave us a Do Not Call request, which
we have dutifully recorded and will respect.

It has become quite evident to us that the list is not as
up-to-date as it should be. So far, the remaining 40%
have either no phone number in the white pages or we
reach a wrong number calling the one listed in our re-
cords. The Wood campaign is an excellent opportunity
to correct these inaccuracies, as we will be passing our
data along to Marc Montoni at the conclusion of the
campaign for use in state party activities and future
campaigns.

The other major activity of the campaign right now is
petitioning for signatures to get Bill Wood on the ballot.
The campaign is planning some serious petitioning in
March. If just a few of you reading this article contact
me to help for a weekend day or two, we feel confident
we can reach our signature goals by mid-April, leaving
late April thru October available to focus on the cam-
paign itself.

Once we complete petitioning, the campaign will get
underway in earnest. Among other things, we'll be
looking for residents of the 10th Congressional District
willing to host small "Meet The Candidate" barbecues
and parties at their homes for local residents. If you live
in the 10th District and might be willing to consider
hosting such a function, please contact me ASAP so
we can work it into the campaign's schedule. Such
events are a form of "Politics 101" and form the building
blocks for a successful campaign.

Even if you live in another part of the state, you can still
help the Wood for Congress campaign. You don't need
to reside in the 10th district to help us call the rest of
our list, and, if you have a computer, an internet con-
nection, a phone, and a spare hour here and there, you
can help us as we implement our Voter Identification
Project. Please contact me to volunteer.

Crickenberger in 2004. Redpath strongly supports the
idea that ballot access is a core function of the National
party, and cannot be left solely to each state party.

In the area of National Committee elections, Redpath
advocates a change to the Bylaws to have 14 at-large
representatives instead of the current five at-large rep-
resentatives. The method of selection would be by
“choice voting,” a method that he says would enhance
the electability of LP candidates to legislative bodies.
